Holly attended the University of Maryland for a degree in dance, the University of
Miami with a bachelor's degree in medical technology and later studied and received
a master's degree in hospital administration. After marrying Alex, she left the
medical industry to assist him in building and turning AJR into what it is today. This
is something he could never have done without her, and will be eternally grateful for
her love and support throughout their journey together.
